Pastor’s Desk 

 
(Report from 2010 Provincial Synod 
regarding Health Care) 
 
 RE: Report on Health Care Discussion  
 
We want to begin by expressing our 
appreciation to the Provincial Eldersô 
Conference and the Benefits Office 
personnel for the outstanding work they 
have done to try to maintain quality 
health care for our pastors at the best 
possible rate. We are impressed with the 
thoroughness with which options have 
been considered, and the helpful 
information provided in the Health Care 
presentation.  
 
We recognize ñhealth care reformò is a 
topic of much discussion in the United 
States and until the implications for the 
health care reform legislation for non-
profit organizations are clear, specifically 
for churches, we believe our current 
system as a self-insured plan might be 
our best option.  
 
As we heard the discussion in the 
various mission teams several of the 
ñconsiderationsò were unanimously 
rejected by the delegates of Synod. 
They include:  
 

• Eliminate Medical and Prescription 
Benefit Plan and give Pastors and Lay 
Staff an ñallowanceò for them to put 
towards the purchase of Healthcare on 
their own.  
 

• Cover the Pastor and Lay Staff only. 
Coverage for spouse and children will be 
at the Pastor or Lay Staff Expense.  
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

• Eliminate Life/AD&D/LTD Benefits 
and the STD Program  
 

• Drop mandatory participation and let 
those who elect to go off on their own do 
so without any contribution from MCNP.  
 
There was strong, but not unanimous 
sentiment, to reject the option of 
switching to a fully-insured plan where 
the insurance company assumes the 
risk and not the Moravian Church 
Northern Province as this option 
removes any flexibility in handling 
ñexceptionsò by the MCNP. There was 
also strong sentiment to continue to pay 
for the health care costs for those on 
long-term disability, although some 
thought the individual should make a 
contribution.  
 
Many delegates agreed with the 
consideration to reduce life insurance 
benefit and allow members to purchase 
additional insurance if they desire, 
however we realize the savings would 
not be very significant.  
 
Suggestions made by delegates:  
 

• Have a Capital Fund Drive to cover 
the cost of subsidizing those 
congregations unable to pay the full 
amount for health care.  
 

• Consider a High Deductable Plan 
with an accompanying Health Savings 
Account. Money saved by lower 
premiums could be used to pay for large 
claims. The MCNP could begin the 
H.S.A. for each covered ñunitò 
(pastor/pastor & family; lay staff/lay staff 
& family) with a to-be-determined 
amount, allowing covered ñunitsò to add 
to their H.S.A. as often as necessary.

• Consider a retirement age of 65, or 
the eligibility age for full Social Security 
benefits for those on Long Term 
Disability. 
 

• Consider an equal dollar amount 
from each congregation to cover the 
actual cost of the health care premium 
for the pastor and family, but move the 
other costs currently included in the 
Health Care assessment to a per capital 
assessment basis.  (This would 
eliminate the current situation of smaller 
congregations paying a disproportionate 
amount of the expense not related to 
their own pastor.) 
 

• Approach the Southern Province to 
see if there are benefits in being a larger 
group. 
 
We were impressed and moved by the 
number of mission teams which stressed 
we need to ñtake care of our pastorsò.  
Pastors in our mission team felt a strong 
sense of affirmation in that expression of 
concern. 
 
We are confident the Provincial Eldersô 
Conference and the Benefits Office will 
continue to seek to provide quality 
health care for our pastors and their 
families while at the same time 
considering the cost of this benefit to our 
churches; and we commend them for 
this effort.
